Thermal Conductivity: the ability of a substance to conduct heat

Solubility: A measure of how well a solute can dissolve in a solvent

Solvent: the part of a solution present in large amounts and that dissolves other substances

Suspension: a mixture in which particles can be seen and easily separated by settling or filtration

Solute: part of solution present in a lesser amount and that is dissolved

Mixture: two or more substances not chemically combined

Weight: a measure of the force of gravity on an object

Neutron: particle within the nucleus of an atom with no charge

Compound: a pure substance made of two or more elements chemically combined

Density: amount of mass in a given volume

Malleability: the term used to describe materials that can be pounded into sheets or shapes

Ductility: property in which a substance can form wires

Physical Property: characteristic of a pure substance that can be observed without changing the identity of the substance

Physical Change: Any change that alters the form and appearance of matter but does not change the identity of the substance

Solution: mixture in which the solute is completely dissolved

Electron: negatively charged particle in an atom

Mass: the amount of matter in an object

Element: pure substance made of one type of atom

Matter: anything that has mass and takes up space

Proton: positively charged particle in an atom

Atom: basic particle form which all elements are made

Volume: the amount of space in an object

Liquid: has definite volume and no definite shape

Solid: matter with a definite shape and definite volume

Gas: can easily change volume and takes on the shape of the container (no definite shape or volume)
